Example of one argument (body of the essay)
· Your sources will be included in the body of your essay – Their objective is to prove that your arguments are credible.

Here are the components of an argument of the body.

a) Topic sentence – The objective is to state what your argument is.  This will enable the reader to know what your argument will entail.  
b) Example – The objective is to show a specific example of why and how it proves your argument.  What does Jack do that makes him a violent hunter?
c) Quote – Inserting a quote which illustrates your example adds credibility and shock appeal.  It is necessary to find a quote that convinces easily.
d) Explanation of the quote- It is necessary to explain the significance of the quote or how it proves your argument.
e) Reminder of the thesis- It is necessary not to lose track of what you are trying to prove.  In this essay, it is _________________________.  Remind the reader how the argument proves that.
f) Transition to the next argument – The objective of the last sentence is to connect your argument to the next one (like an introduction to the next argument).
Ex:  As the story progressed, the alteration of the Jack’s character was blatant.  For instance, he became a violent and sadistic killer who enjoyed cruel behaviour. Although in the first chapter he was hesitant to hunt or kill a pig because of his lack of exposure to it, he later developed an appetite for slaughtering living things.  
In fact, Jack wanted to maintain his crude and intimidating persona therefore he began to obsess with the idea of violently killing a pig.  As an illustration, in chapter four, this sinister boy brags and boasts after killing his first pig in order to satisfy his cruel intentions; ultimately showing no remorse: “I cut the pig’s throat,” said Jack, proudly… “There was lashings of blood”, said Jack, laughing and shuddering, “you should have seen it!”1  
As a result of this conduct, Jack‘s perception of what is right or wrong had changed drastically.  Instead of hunting for survival, he killed animals to feel empowered and important.   Consequently, it is quite apparent that this shady character had developed evil tendencies.  Furthermore, he did not only acquire this new sense of power over animals but also over his companions on the island which changed the complexity of the novel’s plot (could keep going with this idea).  As a result, the other kids feared and respected him and this enabled Jack to wield his power in an evil way.
